WHAT TO DO NOW

Copy all student forms, your MENC card, Financial Form, maps, music, etc.

Give each eligible student a copy of the application form with rules & regulations.
(**Be sure your signature is on the application form, as well as the parent’s
signature.)

Give each student a copy of the map with directions to Williamsburg Middle School.
Please remind students and parents that parking is extremely limited at Williamsburg
MS. There is parking in the south parking lot as well as street parking. Review the
audition procedure with your students, especially violinists who must visit multiple
rooms for their audition.

WHAT TO DO BEFORE THE END OF OCTOBER

Collect the signed student application forms, and application fees ($3.00 per student).
Complete the Director’s Financial Form, which includes a copy of your valid MENC card
(front & back).

Complete the Principal’s Verification Form, printing the name of each student from
which you have received an application form. The principal must sign the form. This
form will be used to verify student eligibility and to assist in checking in students at
registration. Any spelling corrections will be taken care of at that time.
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4. Send one school check or money order (absolutely no Booster or personal checks will
be permitted) payable to Williamsburg Middle School along with your financial form,
principal’s verification form, copy of your MENC card, and all student applications no
later than Friday, October 27,2006.

REMINDERS
1. Students are permitted to use their own music during the audition process.

2. Students do not have to memorize scales or excerpts for the audition.

3. According to VBODA and VMEA policy, any director sending students to participate in
a VBODA/VMEA sponsored event must be present at the event or have a letter
signed by his/her principal giving permission for another adult to be in charge of
those students. Please ensure | receive any letters of permission when the accompanying
registration forms are sent in. Fairfax County requires their staff members to appoint
another Fairfax County School employee to act in their stead, and this must be
communicated to the principal as well. If you have a substitute, be sure that your
students know the person who is taking your place.

4. You (or your substitute) must remain present until all of your students have left the
audition site. If you attend, but have to leave early, you are still required to submit a
letter from your principal stating who is to be responsible for your students after you have
left.
